Lunch:
- There will be a thirty-minute lunch break. Lunch will not be supplied and participants should bring their own lunch.

Eligibility:  
-All entrants must be members in good standing of the CRYA or other National model yacht associations. All yachts must carry numbers on their sails as per class rules.  Boats should have a valid Measurement Certificate. If not, boats will be weighed at registration and other measurements may be conducted on a random basis. One suit of “Soling Class” sails (M12 rig “B”) will be used for the entire regatta as per the 2008 Class Rules . In case of damage a substitute may be approved by the race committee. Yachts may be weighed at any time during the regatta. 

The Regatta is limited to 18 entries. Entries will be accepted on a first received basis. This applies to radio frequencies as well. All radios must be narrow band and be designated "for surface use" only. 2.4 GHz transmitter/receivers will be accepted. To pre-register please send your intent to compete and your available frequencies to the address at the bottom of this NOR. 

Sailing 

Instructions:     -Sailing Instructions will be handed out at Registration.

Series Format: -As many races as possible to a maximum of 18 depending upon weather   

conditions. No race start sequence will start after 4:00 p.m. 
Scoring: 
Low Point Scoring System (RRS Appendix A) with one drop race after six races two drops after twelve races and three drops after eighteen races are completed. 

Prizes: 
      Awards for top three finishers.

All competitors will be required to acknowledge the following by signing the disclaimer at the time of registration.

I hereby agree to comply with the rules as defined in the 2008 Racing rules of sailing (RRS) and the prescription of the Canadian Yacht Association. From the Ottawa area, take 417 to the 40 eastbound, exit Blvd. St Charles, Exit 50. Take St. Charles south to 20 turn left on 20 to exit 49 as above.
